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OBJECTIVES:

1. Develop a love for animals and a humane attitude toward them while experiencing the pride and responsibility of ownership of an animal.

2. Help 4-H members acquire information and understanding management practices through the experience of keeping records and owning and caring for livestock.

3. Let 4-H members learn and employ efficient procedures and methods in marketing the animals and their products.

4. Encourage integrity, sportsmanship, cooperation and ability to communicate through related activities such as demonstrations, talks, judging events, and the fair.

This record book is for all levels of the 4-H poultry project. By keeping your record up-to-date you will be able to see how much progress you make as you set goals and work to accomplish them.  Begin to keep your record book as soon as you begin your project. Write clearly. Keep notes on everything you do. Keep track of any money you spend or receive as a result of this project. Take lots of pictures right from the first day! If you need help, ask your parents or leaders to work with you. Add notebook paper to your record book if you need more space.
